2010 Praise Report 

The following was made possible by UCM donors and carried out through the efforts of UCM volunteers, staff in Jinotega and by 2010 UCM mission team members.
· UCM’s “School of Pastoral Leadership” enrollment has grown to 382 pastors. At the end of 2009 the enrollment stood at 162. This represents an enrollment increase of 136% in just one year or an additional 220 pastors being trained, many of which are receiving their very first theological and practical ministerial classes.
· 3244 meals and 866 nights of lodging were provided during the year to enable poor pastors to attend classes.
· Pastors received over 500 Study Bibles, Bible Dictionaries or Bible Commentaries after successfully completing a set number of classes. Over 2800 families from churches whose pastors have completed 8 classes in the pastor’s school received a Bible for their family. Most of these were distributed to families who could not afford to purchase a Bible.
· The “Educate a Child” sponsorship program surpassed its goal of sponsoring 100 children in 2010. Hundreds of new sponsorships are needed.
· Teacher training classes for new churches accepted into the “Educate a Child” program were held throughout the year.
· Food packets were provided families of Educate a Child children.
· Rev. Martin Irias, who studied in the US, returned to Nicaragua as UCM’s National Director in Nicaragua. 
· Food, cleaning and medical supplies were provided a nursing home in Jinotega along with seeds and garden implements to plant and harvest the garden.
· At the request of the police force, locks and electrical wiring repairs for cells were provided for the benefit of the inmates and officers as well, a computer was provided as well as Bibles, blankets, food and toiletry items. Life changing commitments and decisions were made by inmates.
· Newly constructed Elizabeth Baptist Church at WiWiLi, made possible by UCM donors who provided the funds for the construction material, held a special worship service for the January Mission Trip Team in their new church building. Since construction began attendance and enrollment have more than doubled. 
· Mission team members assisted and preached in 10 different churches, conducted Vacation Bible Schools, provided parties for Educate a Child sponsored children, led 
in door to door evangelism and conducted a class for spouses of pastors and church leaders. 
· UCM’s office expanded with much needed room for storage of uniforms and supplies for both the “Educate a Child” program and the “School of Pastoral Leadership”. The new office provides a place where pastors can come and meet for prayer and small group studies. The new rented office is more accessible than the previous office. When adequate funding is received the new office will also serve as a “Pastoral Resource Center”.
· UCM’s Board of Directors expanded to 9 directors in 2010.
