 United Christian Missions’ 2009 Praise Report
· New Field office opened in February with Thelfra Piccado serving as Office Manager and Educate a Child Coordinator. Rev. Ignacio Ruiz continues to grow in his role as Church-Pastor Coordinator. With the continued growth of the Educate A Child program Juniette Guitterez was added to the staff. Mrs. Guitterez translating abilities will also be a great addition to the team.
· Nine Nicaraguan churches met the qualifications for becoming "Educate a Child" Partnership Churches and each has sponsored children actively involved in spiritual training classes. The churches have received Bibles for all their members and discipleship training materials. They also became eligible for other needs to be assessed on a church by church basis.
· In one year, our UCM School of Pastoral Leadership’s enrollment increased from 28 active pastors to 162. Enrollment is expected to grow to approximately 200 pastors by January 2010. Thanks to donors these pastors are receiving Study Bibles, Bible Dictionaries and Bible Commentaries. Once pastors have completed four sessions their churches become eligible to receive needed Bibles. Over 2500 Bibles will be distributed in January with many more Bibles still needed.
· Due to the growth of the school, Rev. Luis Rivas of Raleigh, NC, was named Director of UCM’s School of Pastoral Leadership in Nicaragua.
· Rev. Glenn Starling of Fuquay Varina, NC was recently named UCM’s Communication Director. His first major project is to update our web site which is www.unitedchristianmissions.org
· Mission teams in 2009 conducted Vacation Bible Schools, delivered food to needy families, and provided food, medical supplies and equipment to the nursing home in Jinotega which UCM supports. Team members shared food, toiletry items and God’s message of love and hope to the inmates and officers of the jail in Jinotega and shared their testimonies in numerous churches. 

· Tool kits were provided through UCM’s “Skills for Life Initiative” in three different churches.

· Funding was provided for Radio Jireh an FM all Christian radio station in Jinotega.

· December 5,th, 2009 will forever be a special day because it marked the dedication of Elizabeth Baptist Church in WiWiLi which was made possible by generous UCM donors who designated their gifts to provide building materials for the church with the local church providing the labor.
· David and Nancy Webb, founders of UCM, returned to Nicaragua in September to initiate an "Educate a Child" initiative in an area of several hundred hillside homes where poverty stricken families reside in homes constructed out of black plastic. In addition to making it possible for the children who are sponsored from these communities to receive an education, UCM coordinators are making it possible for these children to receive at least one good meal a week when they attend their two hour spiritual training class which each sponsored child must attend weekly.
